Welcome to the 14th edition of our Jacaranda

When I walk into the Main Club, I always notice our 
past chairmen and think of the collective years they 
spent making PCC what it is today. The o�ce run 
by Vivian van Wyk, our General Manager, and his 
sta� is a busy hub. Annemarie Storm, when asked to 
do maintenance with the sta�, always gets on with 
it right away. Mon-Mari Naudé, Eryn Gerber and 
Stassy Malatji in the next o�ce are always working 
on improving our members’ experience at PCC. 
Herman de Bruyn and Monita Pieterse diligently look 
after our �nances in the traditional back o�ce (in this 
instance literally). One of them commented the other 
day that they really look forward to coming to work 
every day, which is very encouraging. Not forgetting 
our receptionists, maintenance sta�, and support 
sta� that service our facility – they all have a positive 
attitude and really enjoy their time at the Club.  

Our recently established PCC Kids Club is a very 
welcome addition that is pulling young families back 
into PCC to spend more time here and hopefully 
create our next generation of members with the same 
a�nity and loyalty our members show on a weekly 
basis. I walked past the play area on a weekday 
morning a couple of weeks ago and saw a young 
mother sitting on the top of the wooden jungle gym, 
with a glass of wine, while her kids were climbing and 
sliding all around her. She seemed very content.

I can report that our Club �nances are in a very 
healthy state, which puts us in a position to consider 
an increase in annual subscriptions that is lower than 
the annual in�ation rate (an achievement we have 
been able to maintain the past three years). 
In our pursuit to give members the best experience 
at the Club, we continue to improve facilities of the 
sections and maintain our infrastructure. 

We do have a couple of bigger projects planned, 
which will require structured budgeting so as not to 
place unnecessary strain on our �nances. Our parking 
space is continuously under pressure as a result of more 
feet on the golf course and function activities. We are 
aware of this challenge and have plans to address 
this matter as soon as funding allows. Our roads 
need constant maintenance, and we are doing that 
section by section. We have a solar project planned, 
which will require member approval at a General 
Meeting (soon to be advertised). We need to negate 
the electricity supply, or lack thereof, urgently, as this 
problem is not going away soon. Lastly, our irrigation 
system on the course needs an overhaul. It is currently 
under strain and not very energy e�cient. This will also 
be managed and monitored closely.

It is always gratifying to see how easy it is to get 
member support, albeit for a function or asking for a 
sponsorship, there will always be members who put 
their hands up.

I am looking forward to seeing how our Club will

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Eryn Gerber was appointed in the Marketing 
Department and has taken to it like a duck to water. 
Hosting social events for members will be a key 
objective in 2023, and I look forward to the marketing 
team owning this responsibility. Congratulations to 
Eryn and Chrizanne Storm, our Marketing Chairperson, 
for producing another spectacular edition of the 
Jacaranda. The quality of the magazine is next level, 
and it makes for an interesting read.

At the annual conference of the Club Managers 
Association of South Africa at San Lameer in October, 
Pretoria Country Club was awarded �rst and second 
place for submitting the most original ideas in the 
industry. Our Young Members Section and BeeBrew 
honey production ideas made us proud. With 
more than 42 entrants across the country, it was 
a showcase moment for PCC – a testament to our 
being acknowledged as one of the more progressive 
clubs. Next year, we could submit George’s sushi bar... 

The formidable o�ce team of Annemarie Storm, Mon-
Marie Naude, Stassy Malatji, Monita Pieterse, Steven 
Mahlangu and William Stjeka continue to do a sterling 
job under challenging conditions. Nothing is too much 
for them and their enthusiasm is contagious. 

I can always count on the dedication and 
commitment of Herman de Bruyn, our Financial 
Manager. He’s a work horse (particularly during the 
annual audit) and plays an integral role in the success 
of the Club’s �nancial results. 

The Global Golf team in the Golf Shop has settled in 
with an appreciation of PCC culture. Together with 
our veterans Sybrand van der Spuy, Athol Dowie and 
Christiaan Jonck, they ensure that golf operations are 
managed e�ciently and member needs seen to. 

It is with deepest sympathy that I announce the sad 
passing of a beloved member of our team, Lazerus 
Maila. He was a unique person with the remarkable 
ability to remember everyone’s names, making 
people feel special. 

Our interim �nancial results (1 March 2022 to 30 
September 2022) have been published. Restoring 
cash reserves to a minimum of six months’ operating 
expenses, maintaining Club assets in the best 
condition, and keeping annual member subscriptions 
below in�ation remain key strategies.

Total turnover was R2.6 million up on the previous year 
at R19 million over the seven-month period. Expenses 
were R1.5 million higher, compared to the same 
period in 2021. The main contributors to the increased 
turnover were more-than-expected corporate 
memberships received, an increase in the number of 
members joining, fewer-than-expected resignations, 
increased venue hire from functions, and increased 
rental income from the caterer.

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On the expense side, items that contributed to the 
over expenditure were increased fuel and diesel costs 
due to loadshedding, the appointment of additional 
cleaning sta� for our on-site accommodation units, 
and additional maintenance costs as a result of more 
maintenance projects undertaken. We increased 
our maintenance spend as a result of the better-
than-expected turnover received. Extraordinary 
maintenance projects could therefore be executed, 
which had not been budgeted for. It is estimated that 
the Club will exceed the annual projected net pro�t 
at the end of February 2023 (after capital expenses 
and taxes). 

It is further estimated that the Club will continue to 
grow cash reserves at year end, as a result of the 
better-than-expected turnover. This will enable the 
committee to keep the increase in 2023 membership 
subscriptions below in�ation. It is essential to ensure 
that cash reserves continue to grow as major 
golf course infrastructure upgrades are planned 
(replacement of the irrigation system).

I would like to thank all our service providers for their 
support and hard work this year. Speci�cally, the 
greenkeeping team under the leadership of Wynand 
Ferreira and Themba Ntambo for keeping the golf 
course pristine throughout the year. Their work is 
inspiring, and I am excited to see how PCC will fare 
in the SA Top 100 Courses when the new rankings are 
announced at the end of January.

 
George Ioannides and the team from N9NE Catering 
once again exceeded expectations. Catering is a 
personal choice and may not satisfy all customers, 

but continued emphasis on quality control and 
consistency is the secret to success, and George 
excelled in these areas. 

Cronje de Witt and his team ensure that our 
gardens are always beautiful and our general areas 
attractively maintained. Thank you for your hard work 
and for going the extra mile by sponsoring projects 
from your own capital.

Lastly, our success stories and new beginnings are only 
possible because of our members, our most important 
asset. It’s been another memorable year – friendships 
have grown, sport has been �ercely competitive, and 
families have spent time here with their loved ones. 
Crucially, the thriving success of our prosperous Club 
during challenging times has continued.

(a subcategory of American bourbon)
• Akashi Red: a Japanese blend

With great anticipation, we proceeded to smell the 
whisky to determine its nose – �rst with the left and then 
with the right nostril. We discovered that, remarkably, 
the nose di�ers from the left to the right nostril! The 
tasting of the neat liquid gold also provided a surprise, 
as we tasted the di�erence before and after cooling 
down our mouths by sucking an ice cube for a few 
seconds.

The Yankee was characterised by a strong alcohol 
nose muted by hints of apple, oak and sugar. Its spicy 
taste included pepper, vanilla and cinnamon, with an 
earthy rye aftertaste.

(By the time we got to taste the sophisticated 
Japanese whisky, the crowd had loosened up, and 
Dylan had a tough time getting a word in!)

The Akashi started with a perfumed, almost medicinal 
nose, followed by a strong peppery taste with hints of 
honey tuning into a �oral �nish.

After the presentation, everyone continued to share 
their tasting notes, opinions and favourites, while 
an excellent main course of braised beef short rib 
and a mascarpone malva pudding were served by  
N9ne Catering.
